YOUR EDIBLE FASHION AWARDS CREATION 
 

So get your creative juices flowing and start developing your fun, exciting 
and innovative garment. There are however just a few rules that you need 
to follow: 
 

 It must be designed to clearly reflect the ‘Out of This World’ theme 

 It must be made from edible items, imitation food items or food 
packaging (new or recycled). For example, garments may be made 
out of real pop corn, plastic corn, plastic or paper packaging from 
pop corn.  Edible, imitation and packaging materials are acceptable 
for a garment design separately or in combination 

 Garments must not exceed 2.5m in height or 1.5m in width due to 
the stage area 

 Please keep the use of marshmallows to a minimum 
 
WHAT THE JUDGES WILL BE LOOKING FOR 
 

 An original, creative, fun design that reflects the theme and uses your 
imagination 

 First Impressions – does the garment grab the attention when first 
viewed 

 Visual impact – choice of colours and overall look of the garment 

 Utilisation of resources – the use of edible items, imitation food 
materials or recycled food packaging 

 Standard of workmanship 

 Completeness of look - A complete outfit for example a skirt and top 
will be more impressive than just a top 

 Inspiration – what is the story behind the inspiration of your 
garment? This will be explained through your 25 word description  

 The Bay Espresso Award will be awarded to the design which 
demonstrates the best use of Hawke’s Bay grown or manufactured 
food or packaging in the design. The Judges will take into 
consideration the amount of locally produced food or packaging, 
from Hawkes Bay Businesses, used and the degree of creativity with 
that local product.
